Take footage of your reading lab when it’s empty, or simply avoid
filming students’ faces

Use footage or pictures of sticker sheets, progress graphs, student
surveys, certificates, crossword puzzles, or story title scrambles

Blur faces and/or names (or ask us to!)
Use audio-only or typed testimonials
Try screen-recording with a voiceover

Additional Fun Ideas/Tips:

Use a storyboard or outline to prepare
Film in small segments to make it easier to edit

Prioritize clear audio for interviews (limit background noise and hold the microphone as
close to the subject as possible)

Use plenty of light (use aring light, a screen flashlight app, or a window)

Record in landscape mode

If you’re using your phone, use the back camera rather than the front camera for higher
quality

Try making a timelapse of your reading lab session

If you’re nervous about speaking, try using a teleprompter app

Use simple transitions and background music

Cut out awkward pauses and transitions

Add subtitles or a video transcription
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
